Child Passenger Seat Safety Inspection station open in Burton

 

Doug Halstead, Fire Chief of Burton Fire and Rescue; along with Genesys Regional Medical Center in Grand Blanc Township and Greater Flint Safe Kids are proud to announce that a free Genesys Child Passenger Safety Inspection Station will open at Burton Fire Station #1, located at the corner of Saginaw and Bristol Road in Burton. This station will conduct inspections the first Saturday of each month, from 10 am to 3 pm., by appointment only. (Inspections will not take place on holidays.) 

 

Research has shown that over 95% of all car seats are installed incorrectly.
Certified passenger safety technicians will conduct safety inspections of all car seats to teach proper installation, assuring no child is unsafely restrained.

Burton Fire Station #1 at the corner of Saginaw and Bristol in Burton (under the water tower), first Saturday of the month from 10 am to 3 pm.
